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Abstract

It is said that Buddhism made its formal debut in America at the World’s Parliament of Religions held in
Chicago in 1893. Now, more than one hundred years later, it is no exaggeration to say that all forms of Buddhism
that have developed in Asia are practiced in America. Roughly speaking, Buddhist practitioners are divided into
two: Asian immigrant Buddhists, and non-Asian Buddhists or convert Buddhists. In this circumstance, a very
interesting phenomenon has happened: it turns out that more than 30 percent of non-Asian Buddhists are Jews
and many of them are leaders among non-Asian Buddhist groups.

In this paper, I will make an outline of how American Jews have practiced Buddhism until now, including
even Buddhist influence on practices at synagogues. I will examine why Jews are attracted to Buddhism, how
Buddhism influences Jewish identity, and the significance of turning back from Buddhism to Judaism. This
historically significant religious interaction of Judaism and Buddhism has hardly been given any attention in
Japan. This paper is a basic examination of this interaction which should be the focus of further interdisciplinary
research.
